


HIGH SCHOOL FORMATION

To engage and entice our youth into a deeper relationship and friendship with Christ for their lifetime, we are changing our high school formation. This is a unique and new path for us and we are very excited to offer it to you. It is a collaborative effort between traditional formation and youth ministry options that lead to a buffet of offerings for youth to meet Christ where they are. Our team is committed to a five year plan of growth and peer ministry leadership to make the program both content rich and user friendly for our young people and to facilitate an excitement for their faith. 

This is for all high school youth grades 9-12 from any school. Simply put, this is for our parish youth and their needs. The format will include multiple catechetical sessions, service opportunities, ministry involvement and retreat options as well as chances to gather in Diocesan wide events. The team plans to encourage each young person to find where God may be calling them by offering lots of ways to go deeper on their faith journey.

The calendar will be posted on our website at www.stjoesfaith.com and will be a constant work in progress because if something comes up, we want to get the youth involved. We have a basic schedule worked out, and some extras already on it, but we will continue to grow, change and add options with the input of our youth. We will have the youth sign in to all events to give them credit for participating. 

Since we are a lectionary based formation parish, there will also be work that the youth will do independently. This home study will pertain to the topics we will be covering to guide them on their journey and they will be expected to attend mass weekly. The activities will be reflective, creative and meaningful, not busy work. Then when we do gather those activities will be collected or we will have alternative means of accountability, like replying to us via email, or creating something to share.
